Most of the members are stage experienced Chinese artists who come from differentregions
of Asia, such as mainland China, Taiwan and Hong Kong. The focus of the performances is
to preserve the tradition of Chinese arts, to enable a better understanding of the cultural
expression of Chinese culture and to increase the appreciation of the colorful traditions of
Chinese heritage.

CACPG comprises a traditional cultural dance company and provides a wide range of
Chinese traditional cultural dance performances featuring a variety of styles such as silk
fans dance, ribbon dance, Dunham dance, lantern dance, chi-pox dance, lotus flower
dance and sword dance. CACPG also has several Chinese professional classical music
and acrobatics honorary members who performed Erhu, Guzheng music and acrobatics
in their native lands (China and Taiwan) before coming to America. They have received
rigorous training and numerous prizes and recognition from the Atlanta Chinese community
and from professional peers. For the past nine years, CACPG has been actively involved
in community events throughout Georgia. Some of the traditional performances and
outreach programs have been featured at the Asian Cultural Experience, the Savannah
Asian Festival, Asian Heritage Month Celebration, Asian-American Night, public schools,
college cultural workshops and many other cultural and charitable events.
