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   canoe

Act Out Being an “island” 
Read the definition out loud.   Act out what an island is by having one or two students be the island by standing together and making one large shape with their bodies.  Other students lie on the ground and are the water surrounding the island.
island – an area of land surrounded by water
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Act Out Being a ”canoe” 

Read the definition out loud.  Four students sit on the ground facing each other with arms extended. Clasp hands to make the point of the canoe.  Have another student “get into” the canoe and pretend to paddle.
